Rates are first class matter up to two pounds. IN 1925, A 20¢ stamp was issued for heavier packages and treaty rates to various foreign countries. A 17¢ 
stamp was issued in 1944 for non first-class matter up to two pounds.The 1934 and 1935 airmail special delivery stamps included both the 6¢ airmail rate 
and the 10¢ special delivery fee.
